Chairman Smart convened the meeting at 9:30 a.m. with six members present. Member Coffrin
was absent.

The Chairman led everyone in the Pledge to the Flag.
Member McGuffage arrived at 9:35 a.m.

Minutes from the February 19 meeting were presented. Member Byers moved to approve the
minutes and Member Gowen seconded the motion which passed unanimously by 7 voices in
unison.

The General Counsel began his presentation of Campaign Disclosure matters with a
presentation of a Motion for Reconsideration in SBE v. Tanya Watkins, 25026, 13MQ257. Mr.
Sandvoss recommended the Motion be granted. Ms. Tanya Watkins appeared for her
committee. Vice Chairman Scholz moved and Member Byers seconded the motion which
passed unanimously.

In SBE v. Friends for Howland, 19201, 13JQ083 & 13AD106, Mr. Sandvoss recommended that
the settlement offer be rejected, in light of the Respondent not appearing and offering a specific
amount in settlement. Vice Chairman Scholz moved and Member Watson seconded the motion
which passed 7-0.

Respondent committee in SBE v. Disability Party of lllinois, 25398, 13SQ205, filed a final report
and Mr. Sandvoss recommended adopting the Hearing Officers recommendation to deny the
appeal and assess the fine, which will abate if the committee remains inactive for 2 years.

General Counsel Sandvoss recommended and Member Byers moved to grant the appeals in
the following cases: SBE v. Boone County Republican Central Committee; SBE v. Lisle
Township Democratic Organization, 1119, 13SQ010;SBE v. Peoples Economy Party, 4300,
13SQ014; SBE v. Citizens for Karen McConnaughay, 7875, 13AM012; SBE v. Concerned
Citizens for America, 11321, 13DQ249; SBE v. Committee for a Better Berwyn, 14895,
13SQ039; SBE v. Schwab for Waukegan, 22195, 13AJ061; SBE v. SouthWestern lllinois
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Democratic Women, 24511, 13DQ245; and SBE v. Citizens for a Healthy Safe and Secure
Middle School, 24691, 12JQ182. Vice Chairman Scholz seconded the motion which passed
unanimously by roll call vote.

The Chairman noted the appearance of attorney John Nelson in SBE v. Northwestern Illinois
Building & Construction Trades Council, 23781, 13JQ146. Discussion was had by the Board
and Mr. Sandvoss recommended granting the appeal and maintaining the stay of the $15,000
fine. Member McGuffage moved to adopt the General Counsel’s recommendation and Member
Byers seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Chairman Smart called SBE v. Friends of George A. Cardenas, 17290, 13MA004 and accepted
the appearance of attorney James Nally for the Respondent. The General Counsel concurred
with the recommendation of the hearing officer to deny the appeal and Mr. Nally offered to pay
Y2 of the available funds available - $16,392.73 in settlement of the fine. Member Watson
moved and Member McGuffage seconded the motion which passed 7-0.

General Counsel Sandvoss pulled item 14) SBE v. Citizens for Dean Argiris, 16747, 13JQ069
and recommended the appeal be granted. Member Watson so moved, Vice Chairman Scholz
seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

The remainder of Campaign Disclosure Appeals that the hearing officer recommended be
denied, with the General Counsel concurring, were so denied by one Motion made by Member
McGuffage. Member Byers seconded the motion which passed unanimously. The following
appeals were denied: SBE v. Fifth Ward Regular Democratic Organization, 14992; 13AD098;
SBE v. Citiz-ens to Elect Judge Lorna Propes, 23627, 13MQ124; SBE v. Committee to Elect
Jennifer Pritchett, 24563, 13DQ248; SBE v. Progressive Action Party, 24740, 13SQ220; SBE v.
Committee to Elect Mike Basil, 24762, 13JQ186; SBE v. Dion Simpson for 21¢ Century
Schools, 25074, 13AM102; SBE v. Frank Flores, Jr. for College of DuPage Trustee, 251086,
13AM104; SBE v. Friends of Kelvin Oliver, 25189, 13MA106; and SBE v. Moore for District
200, 25574, 13MA110.

SBE v. Citizens to Elect Eric J. Kellogg, 13CD145; SBE v. Friends of Brendan Appel, 13C D169;
and SBE v. Marc Landers, 13CD236, are the complaints following public hearing. The General
Counsel agreed with the Hearing Officer to take no further action other than refer them to staff for
assessment of civil penalties. Member Byers so moved and Member McGuffage seconded the
motion which passed 7-0 by roll call vote.

Mr. Sandvoss presented complaints following public hearing wherein the Hearing Officer
recommended, and the General Counsel concurred, that the complaints be upheld and to issue a
Board order requiring the delinquent report(s) to be filed with 30 days of the date of the order or
face a fine up to $5,000. He added that ltems 29, 31, and 37 contained reports that had already
been filed and have been assessed by staff. Member McGuffage moved and Member Gowen
seconded the motion which passed unanimously. Those complaints are: 28) SBE v. First Ward
Organization, 13CD024; 29) SBE v. Committee to Re-elect Mike Slape, 13CD139; 30) SBE v.
Citizens for Leys, 13CD150;31)SBE v. Citizens to Elect Alvin Parks, Jr., 13CD161; 32)SBE
v. Re-Elect Eric Leys, 13CD172; 33) SBE v. Brady PAC-lllinois, 13CD173; 34) SBE v. Equal

The General Counsel presented Assessments and Final Board Orders as listed on pages 232
and 233 of the Board Packet and requested a motion to assess the penalties. Member Byers so
moved and Member Watson seconded the motion which passed unanimously by roll call vote.

Member Schneider moved to recess to Executive Session to discuss matters following closed
preliminary hearings at 10:09 a.m. Vice Chairman Scholz seconded the motion which passed
unanimously.

The Board returned to open session at 11:43 a.m. with 7 members present as Ms. Coffrin was
absent.

Member Schneider moved to adopt the recommendation of the Hearing Officer and General
Counsel in the matter of 2.a.51) Streit v. Sandra Bury for Mayor of Oak Lawn, 13CD263 — As to
the failure to timely report an in-kind contribution, the complaint was filed on justifiable grounds.
Facts were not disputed. Since the Committee has taken corrective action; a public hearing is
not warranted. The allegation of a failure to correctly report an expenditure for printing (Exhibit
B) was not found to be filed on justifiable grounds and there is no basis for a public hearing.
Finally, as to the willful and wanton filing of a false or incomplete report, the complaint was not
filed on justifiable grounds. However, if the committee repeats its failure to report a transaction in
less than a year, the Board may issue a penalty against the Committee not to exceed $5,000.
The report was referred to staff for auditing and imposition of civil penalties. Vice Chairman
Scholz seconded the motion which passed unanimously by 7 voices in unison.

Member Schneider moved to continue 2.a.52, Reyes v. First Ward Organization, 14CD005 —
Attorney Francis Ostian appeared for Respondent. He asked for a continuance to secure the
records necessary for the preparation of un-filed reports. The Board continued this matter to the
April 18, 2014 meeting for a status update and ordered the record to remain open for the
acceptance of relevant documents. Member McGuffage seconded the motion which passed
unanimously by 7 voices in unison.

As t0 2.a.53, Reyes v. 1° Ward Democratic Committeeman’s fund, 14CD006 — Attorney Francis
Ostian appeared for Respondent. He asked for a continuance to secure the records necessary
for the preparation of un-filed reports. The Board scheduled this matter for the April 18, 2014
meeting for a status update and ordered the record to remain open for the acceptance of
relevant documents. Member Schneider moved and Member Gowen seconded a motion to
continue this matter to the Board's April 18, 2014 meeting for a status update and order the
record to remain open. The motion carried unanimously by 7 voices in unison.

Asto 2.a.54, Zurek v. Citizens for Safe Streets, Vote Yes on Franklin Park Sales Tax
Referenda, 14CD007, Member Schneider moved to find the complaint was filed on justifiable
grounds. The Respondent is prohibited from making further expenditures to either a candidate
committee or political party committee and failure to comply with the Board’'s order may result in
a $5,000 fine. No reason exists to proceed to a public hearing. Member Byers seconded the
motion which passed unanimously by 7 voices in unison.

As to 2.a.55, Zurek v Barrett Pedersen, et al., 14CD008 — Member Schneider moved to find the
Complaint was filed on justifiable grounds. A public hearing is not necessary. The Respondents

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are prohibited from accepting contributions from any ballot initiative committee and failure to
comply with the Board Order may result in the imposition of a $5,000 fine. Finally, the matter is
referred to staff for review and assessment of appropriate penalties.

Assistant Executive Director Tenuto began by thanking the Capital Development Board for the
use of their Board Room.

He continued with the report of the Executive Director by presenting the preparations for the
General Primary Election including the staff assignments for Election Day; voting system pre
testing; and updating the Board with election judge training schools.

Cristina Cray, Legislative Liaison, presented the Board with an updated legislation report and
noted the legislature will not return to session until Wednesday, March 19"

Kyle Thomas, Director, Voting and Registration Systems reported that the Paperless Online
Voter Application (POVA) was distributed internally to staff and 5 jurisdictions for testing and
feedback. Feedback from staff has been favorable and he expects the jurisdictions to have
more time to test after the General Primary Election. .

Mr. Thomas indicated that Jersey County ratio of registered voters to voting age population
remains slightly over 100%. But, he expects that to change after the election as they will have
time to finish cleaning their voter rolls.

Mr. Tenuto submitted the final copy of the two-year OAG audit report and noted that Mike Roate
or he would answer any questions. The Board was familiar with the findings and did not need
clarification on any point.

Fiscal status reports and the two year plan of staff activity for March and April were submitted
for informational purposes.

Chairman Smart welcomed Sharon Meroni who requested to address the Board under
Comments from the general public. Her comments concerned the provisional voting rules and
its impact on election judges and voters.

There being nothing further before the Board, Member Byers moved to adjourn and Member
Watson seconded the motion. The meeting adjourned at 12:06 p.m.

The Report was received by the Board on October 16. 2013, 1 day late, resulting in a civil penalty
assessment of $50. Additionally, the Committee had previously been assessed a $75 civil penalty (not
appealed, stayed) for delinquent filing of the December 2011 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is
$125. ' '

David Wentz, the Chairman of the Committee, filed a Waiver of Appearance, and submitted on
the Appeal Affidavit the following: '

On the Affidavit, Mr. Wentz states that the Report was placed in the mail on Friday, October 11,
2013, after Spm. He says this was more than 72 hours prior to the filing deadline and eyen if it was not
picked up for delivery until Saturday, it still should have been a timely filing. Mr. Wentz believes the
October 14 Columbus Day mail holiday may have resulted in the late delivery.

I was unable to locate the envelope used to mail the Report, nor did the staff member who logged
in the document indicate what postmark date, if any, the mailing showed. Section 100.125(b) of the
Board’s Rules and Regulations states:

“If the envelope containing the quarterly report is not received by the Board, the envelope is received but
does not have a postmark printed by the United States Postal Service, or if the postmark is illegible, the report will
either be deemed to have not been received or be deemed to have been received on the date the envelope officially
arrives in the office of the State Board of Elections. However, if the political committee is assessed a civil penalty
Jor failing to file or delinquently filing the report and, as part of the committee's appeal of the civil penglty
assessment, it is alleged by the treasurer, chairman or candidate on a signed and notarized affidavit verifying that
the report was mailed more than 72 hours prior to the filing deadline, and this is the first time the committee has
made this claim as part of its appeal, the presumptive date of receipt will be rebutted by the testimony contained in
the affidavit and the report will be deemed to have been timely received.”

Since there is in effect no postmark to consider, based on Mr. Wentz’ sworn claim regarding the
mailing date and the fact that this Committee has not previously used such a defense, I recommend the
appeal be granted. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board, the stay would be returned to the
earlier $75 civil penalty.

REPORT OF HEARING OFFICER
Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing
A Schedule A-1 in the 3" Quarter of 2013

This committee received one $10,000 contribution on 7/1/13 and filed a Schedule A-1 for this
contribution on 7/15/13, resulting in civil penalty assessments of $5,000. Additionally, the Committee had
previously been assessed a $1,000 civil penalty (not appealed, reduced, stayed) for delinquently filing a
Schedule A-1 during the 1* Quarter of 2013. The total assessment is $6,000.

Marlo Kemp, the treasurer of the committee, appeared on March 6, 2014 for the appeal hearing.

Mr. Kemp stated that neither the chairman of the Committee nor he had any knowledge that a $10,000
contribution was wire transferred into the Committee’s bank account until he saw the wire transfer on a
bank record that he requested in relation to his preparation of the June 2013 Quarterly Report. Mr. Kemp
stated that he requested from US Bank a listing of all financial transactions that took place in the account
from 4/1/13 through 7/15/13 on 7/15/13 in an attempt to reconcile the bank records with the report he was
completing. He stated that prior to the 7/1/13 wire transfer the Committee had only recejved funds from
the National Organization for Marriage on a specific agreed upon schedule on specific dates. Mr. Kemp
would then have to verify from the bank that the funds were received before the Committee could spend
any money because the Committee was solely funded by the National Organization for Marriage and the
Committee was therefore on a budget. Mr. Kemp stated that no additional wire transfers were talked
about or scheduled after they received what they thought was their last wire transfer on 3/27/13.
Furthermore, Mr. Kemp said that he only reported that the contribution was received on 7/1/13 because
that was the day that the wire transfer went through. He stated that he had not received any notice from
US Bank for this deposit or for any of the other wire transfers. He did not believe it was the bank’s policy
to notify clients of wire transfers and that is why he had to always call the bank to see if the wire transfers
had arrived. Additionally, Mr. Kemp said that the Committee had to have a special meeting after the
funds were received to determine what they were going to do with the funds because they had not
expected to receive any additional funding.

Mr. Kemp under oath stated that neither the chairman, Lance Davis, or he had any knowledge of the
$10,000 7/1/13 wire transfer until he made a special request from the bank to obtain all financial
transactions the Committee had in relation to the preparation of the June 2013 Quarterly Report. The wire
transfer took place on 7/1/13 and Mr. Kemp would not have received knowledge of this contribution
normally until he would have received the July bank statement but since he requested all activity from
4/1/13 — 7/15/13 he was given notice of the deposit on 7/15/13, the day he received the requested
information. Therefore, I recommend the appeal be granted. A contribution is deemed to be received on

20



the date a committee receives notice a monetary contribution was deposited and as per Mr. Kemp’s
testimony he received notice on 7/15/13 the day he filed a Schedule A-1 for the contribution in question. I
also recommend the Committee amend their September 2013 Quarterly Report to reflect the actual receipt
date of 7/15/13, within 30 days of the Board’s Final Order. Failure to comply with the said Order could
subject the Committee to a penalty not to exceed $5,000. (As of 12/31/13, this Committee reported a
funds available balance of $0.)

REPORT OF HEARING EXAMINER
Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Delinquently Filing
The September 2013 Quarterly Report

The September 2013 Quarterly Report was received by the Board on 10/24/13, 7 days late,
resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $525. Additionally, the Committee had previously been
assessed a $150 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the June 2008 Semi-
Annual Report; a $100 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the June 2009
Semi-Annual Report; a $75 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the June
2011 Quarterly Report; and a $50 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delinquently filing the
June 2013 Quarterly Report. The total assessment is $525.

Diane Hennessy, the treasurer of the committee, appeared at the March 6" appeal hearing,

Ms. Hennessy stated that she has been trying to close the account for more than two years
however the amount being reported on the D-2 didn’t match up with the actual funds on hand of
$0. Ms. Hennessy had a water pipe burst on the 2" floor of her home and she lost more than half
of her home and her family was misplaced for 6 months during the repair. The pipe burst on the
second floor but the damage was wide spread on the 1% floor and the basement containing their
records flooded to a point that their documents were unrecoverable. Additionally, the water
damage took out all of her computers and the backup file was saved on a flash drive. Therefore,
the Committee lost all of their internal records and obtaining the records from the bank was not
feasible because the FDIC closed their bank and the new bank wanted to change them hundreds
of dollars per year to go back and research the account. Ms. Hennessy stated that she called the
State Board of Elections before the September Quarterly Report was due and explained the
situation to staff and it was her understanding from the conversation that she wouldn’t have to file
any more reports because the records were lost and the Committee had no money. After the
hearing was concluded Ms. Hennessy submitted a letter of correspondence to the State Board of
Elections (attached) which listed 10 contributions that she believes were duplicate entries that
took place from June 2000 — December 2004 for a total of $1,500 that she found after reviewing
the Committee’s reports that were on file with the State Board of Elections. Furthermore, a Final
report was filed that shows $1,500 in expenses were applied to the account in 2014 to rectify the
$1,500 of duplications that took place between June of 2000 and December of 2004. The
Respondent requests that this fine be stayed considering she was under the impression that she
did not have to file a report after she informed staff of the situation. Additionally, she stated that
she would have to pay the fine out of her own pocket as she has done in the past. Ms. Hennessy
asks the Board for mercy considering having to re-file all of the reports going back to 2000 would
be great hardship on her and the issue is rather old, Mr. Gordon has not been in office since 2005.
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The hearing officer does not believe that a State Board of Elections employee would have
informed Ms. Hennessy that she could stop filing reports without a Final Report beging on file.
The State Board of Elections staff knows very well that committees have to continue filing
reports until a Final Report is filed showing a $0 balance. Furthermore, the treasurer of the
committee is responsible for keeping the records and filing appropriate reports. The hearing
officer believes that the primary reason why the report was delinquent was because the committee
had some duplication issues that primarily took place more than 10 years ago and the committee
did not know how to go about trying to pin point the discrepancy because they no longer had
records and the cost of obtaining the records from the bank was not feasible. I recommend that
the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. I also recommend that the Board accept the
letter of correspondence and the Final Report as an acceptable way of addressing the balance
discrepancy. If this recommendation is accepted by the Board a $525 penalty would be due and
owing. However, since this Committee has filed a Final Report, 1 further recommend that should
the Committee remain dissolved and not open a successor committee for a period of two years
following the date of the Final Order imposing the fine, the fine be abated.

REPORT OF HEARING EXAMINER
Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Failing to File
A Schedule A-1 for the 2" and 3™ Quarters of 2013

This committee received eleven contributions totaling $14,000 between 6/14/13 and 7/2/13, and failed to
report these contributions on a Schedule A-1, resulting in a civil penalty of $7,000. Additionally, the
Committee had previously been assessed a $50 civil penalty (not appealed, paid) for delinQuently filing
the September 2011 Quarterly Report; and a $50 civil penalty (not appealed, reduced, paid) for failing to
file a Schedule A-1 during the 2" Quarter of 2011. The total assessment is $7,000.

JoAnn Thompson, the candidate of the committee, and Carla Rogers, the treasurer of the Committee
appeared on March 6™ for the appeal hearing.

Ms. Thompson stated that she retained a Certified Public Accountant, Edward Sarden, as an independent
contractor to file the required campaign disclosure reports for Friends of JoAnn Thompson after he was
recommended to her by another Chicago City Council member. Shortly after signing the Independent
Contractor Agreement (attached) Mr. Sarden obtained training from State Board of Elections staff in
regards to the IDIS program and filing requirements. Furthermore, the Respondent stressed the
importance of paying special attention to contributions of $1,000 or more to Mr. Sarden. Beginning on
6/3/13 all contributions that were received by the Committee were transmitted to Mr. Sarden to be entered
into the IDIS program; copies of the facsimile transmission reports were supplied to the hearing officer
(attached). The Respondent was in regular contact with Mr. Sarden and he assured everybne he talked to
that he received the checks in a timely manner and that he would enter the contributions and file the
required reports. Ms. Thompson and Ms. Rogers both stated that they were never informed by Mr. Sarden
that he encountered any problems. Therefore, once the Committee received the assessment notice they
were shocked and immediately contacted the State Board of Elections. Furthermore, Mr. Sarden was
promptly relieved of his duties. Ms. Thompson stated that she takes the filing requirements very seriously
and that every time she has hired someone to file the reports on her behalf she has been assessed civil
penalties. Ms. Thompson asks the Board for consideration in this matter because she paijd (copies of the
checks attached) a CPA to file the reports on her behalf and the CPA failed to file the reports after he was
given all of the necessary information to file the reports. '

I recommend the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. A person failing to promptly report a
contribution to the State Board of Elections is an internal matter of the Committee whether that person is
paid to file the Committee’s reports or not. In addition, since there is no indication that the Schedule A-1
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violations were anything other than inadvertent and unintentional, I also recommend that the penalty be
reduced to 50% of the original assessment as a second violation for the 10 contribytions that were
deposited in the 2™ quarter of 2013, or $3,187.50 and no reduction of the original assessment of $625 as a
third violation for the contribution that was deposited in the 3™ quarter of 2013. If the Board accepts this
recommendation, a total of $3,812.50 would be due and owing. (As of 12/31/13, this Committee reported
a funds available balance of $36,444.61.)

The report was received on October 29, 2013, 10 days late, resulting in a $500 civil penalty. Additionally,
this Committee was assessed a $225 civil penalty (appealed, denied, stayed, not paid) for delinquently
filing the 2012 September Quarterly Report.

The total assessment is $725.

Laura Reigle, Candidate, filed a Request for Hearing and submitted an Appeal Affidavit. The hearing was
held on March 4, 2014.

Attorney Bruno Behrend and Ms. Reigle appeared on behalf of the Respondent. Ms. Reigle testified that
the committee closed on January 25, 3013. She stated that she missed the filing deadline because she was
unaware of the process to close the Committee’s account. Mr. Behrend stated that Ms. Reigle was also
had surgery and she was incapacitated for some time. The Respondent asks that the fine be abated as the
Committee is no longer active and Ms. Reigle would be personally responsible for the fines.

Although Ms. Reigle made an oversight, which resulted in a late filing, this is not a valid defense.
Therefore | recommend the appeal be denied. If the Board accepts this recommendation, a $725 civil
penalty will be assessed. However, since the Committee filed a Final Report, I further recommend that the
assessment will be abated two years following the effective date of the Final Board Order if the
committee remains dissolved until that time without forming a Successor committee pursuant to Rules
and Regulations 100.110(b).

The December 2012 Report
was 203 days late, resulting in a fine of $5,000; the March 2013 Report was 143 days late,
leading to an assessment of $5,000; the June 2013 Report was 80 days late, with the resulting
fine also $5,000; and the September 2013 Report was 16 days late, resulting in a fine of $1,200.

Mr. Voegele, the Candidate supported by the Committee, filed an Appeal Affidavit in this
matter and testified in person at a hearing in this matter at the Board’s Springfield office, 2329 S.

Attorney Andrew Carruthers testified that,
as chairman of the Madison County Republican Central Committee, he intends to improve the
communication with similarly situated candidates who plan to final out their committees
following elections.

Reports in question here reported no activity but must recommend the appeal be denied for lack
of an adequate defense. If the Board upholds this recommendation, the stay on the $225 fine for
the late filing of the September 2012 Quarterly Report would be lifted, and a total of $16,425
would be due and owing. As of December 31st, 2013, the Committee’s cash balance was
reported as $620.43.

The June and September 2013 Quarterly Reports

The June 2013 Quarterly Report was received by the Board on 10/31/13, 76 days late, resulting in
a civil penalty assessment of $1,900 and the September 2013 Quarterly Report was received by
the Board on 10/31/13, 12 days late, resulting in a civil penalty assessment of $600. The total
assessment is $2,500.

Tiffani Graham, the candidate of the Committee called and talked to the hearing officer prior to
the hearing and Dan Graham, the chairman, and Gail Graham, the treasurer of the Committee,
appeared at the March 6" appeal hearing.

Tiffani Graham stated that she only created the Committee to obtain the voter registration list and
she did not realize that she was required to file reports. She stated that she received packets from
the State Board of Elections however she didn’t really look them over. Dan Graham, her father,
stated that the Committee did not reach the $3,000 threshold and that no funds werg raised and
the only money that was spent on his daughter’s campaign came out of his pocket. Mr. Graham
stated that they have had a lot of issues within the family. He said that they are of the age that
they have taken care of their own kids and now they have to take care of their parents; which has
been a strain on the family. Gail Graham’s mother passed away earlier that week and Dan and
Gail Graham just want to do whatever they can to help their daughter while getting through some
rough times. Both Dan and Gail Graham stated that they had no idea that the Committee had
filing requirements or that his daughter had delinquently filed reports. Mr. Graham applogized for
the delinquent filings and stated that they were not intentional and that if he, his wife or his
daughter had known of the filing requirements they would have done their best to meet those
requirements. Mr. Graham believes that a first time candidate who lost by 6 votes should not be
penalized $2,500 for stumbling as a first time candidate on reports that they were technically not
required to file in the first place because they never met the requirements to file as 3 committee.
He hinted that it appears the system is set up to have a ton of bricks hit the new candidates when
those who know the ins and outs get away with a free pass. In closing Mr. Graham stated that he
believes a fine would prevent his daughter from being able to run again in the future and he asks
the Board for sympathy and consideration in relation to the civil penalties.

Mr. Graham stated that the committee never reached the $3,000 threshold and after reviewing the
committee’s quarterly reports they reported no financial activity. The candidate filed the D-1,
Statement of Organization, on 4/3/13 and listed a creation date of November of 2012 to obtain the
voter registration list which is only given out to political committees. Although the committee
had not met the $3,000 threshold, it became a political committee and agreed to abide by the
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Campaign Financing Act when it filed the D-1, Statement of Organization. It is unfortunate
Respondent did not understand the filing requirements but as the candidate and officers of a
committee they have a responsibility to know and understand the statute. Therefore, I recommend
that the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. If this recommendation is accepted by
the Board the total civil penalty of $2,500 will be due and owning. However, since this
Committee has filed a Final Report, I further recommend that should the Committee remain
dissolved and not open a successor committee for a period of two years following the date of the
Final Order imposing the fine, the fine be abated.

REPORT OF HEARING OFFICER
Appeal of Civil Penalty Assessment for Failure to File Schedule A-1 Reports

The Committee received a $5,000 contribution and a $1,115 on 7/8/13, a $2,150
contribution, a $1,350 contribution, and a $1,000 contribution on 7/9/13, a $3,500 contribution
on 8/6/13 and a $2,000 contribution on 8/26/13 but failed to report any of these on a Schedule A-
1 resulting in a civil penalty of $8,070. Additionally, the Committee had previously been
assessed a civil penalty of $50 (not appealed, stayed) for delinquently filing the June 2013
Quarterly report. The total assessment is $8,120.

Darren Decatoire, the Treasurer of the Committee, filed a Request for Hearing, and
submitted an Appeal Affidavit.

At the hearing held on 3/4/14, Kevin McFadden, attorney representing the Committee &
Joy Carrell, accountant for the Committee were present. Ms. Carrell stated that the $5,000
contribution received on 7/8/13 was a typo and the actual contribution was only $500. An
amended Quarterly report was submitted correcting the error. Regarding the other contributions
Ms. Carrell said she was initially using the IDIS version 2.0 and no A-1s were triggered at the
time the Schedule A-1s were due. When the Committee transferred over to IDIS version 3.0,
there were a list of Amended Quarterly reports and Schedule A-1s. She contacted the Board and
we assisted her with removing the Amended Quarterly reports so she could file the current
Quarterly Report which was timely received on 10/9/13. Once the Quarterly repqrt was filed all
of the A-1 reports disappeared.

In regards to the $5,000 contribution received on 7/8/13, 1 recommend the appeal be
granted. In regards to the remaining contributions in question, if they were entered timely into
the software, the Schedule A-1s would have been triggered. If for some reason they were not
triggered, the Board was not contacted until October, 2013 when the Quarterly report needed to
be filed, well past the due date for these contributions. It is ultimately the Committee’s
responsibility to ensure all required disclosures are timely filed. Therefore, I must recommend
the appeal be denied for lack of an adequate defense. However, since there is no indication the
violation was anything other than inadvertent and unintentional and since this is the first set of
A-1 violations for the Committee, I recommend the penalty be reduced to 10% of the original
assessment or $557. :
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If these recommendations are accepted by the Board, the stay would be lifted from the
previous $50 assessment and the total $607 civil penalty will be due and owing.
(As of 12/31/13, this Committee reported a funds available balance of $52,783.05.)

Telephone traffic was reasonably light for a General Primary Election in both offices.
The subject matter of those calls was consistent with the questions and complaints that
are typically present on Election Day.

Common issues included:

¢ Registration — questions regarding eligibility to vote if they have moved, or if their
status is inactive. B ,

o Campaign Free Zone — electioneering going on within the 100 ft zone where it is
prohibited, as well as several instances where the callers were confused
regarding the option for churches and private schools to ban electioneering all
the way to the borders of their property.

e Polling place lookup.

The main complaint throughout Election Day was concerning individuals circulating
petitions for statewide questions from within the campaign free zone. Proponents for
statewide questions had circulators stationed outside polling places in many different
jurisdictions throughout the state. Many people who contacted our office were
concerned or confused that collecting signatures for a petitions would be a violation of
the campaign free zone. The petitions in question did not mention any candidates or
propositions that were on the ballot for the primary election.

Eric Donnewald was a field representative stationed in East St. Louis, at the request of
that jurisdiction. He reported very low turnout and activity to be very slow. Typical
questions received at the Board revolved around registration issues, polling place
location, polling hours, etc. Eric continues to report that ballots containing write-in votes
are being counted at the central counting station in East St. Louis, rather than at the
polling places. East St. Louis BOEC Executive Director Kandrise Mosby is aware of the
SBE staff's position on processing write-in votes at the precinct polling place, as per
Article 24B-10.1 of the Election Code.

Since the Primary of 2010, the Board has asked the staff to conduct a
2:00 a.m. survey, in order to gain insight into how many precincts had issues
getting their returns into the election authorities and of what those issues
consisted. For the 2014 Primary, our survey results show that only two
jurisdictions, DuPage County and the City of Chicago had Election night returns
arrive after 2:00 a.m.

For DuPage County, the post 2:00 a.m. returns consisted of only three
precincts. For all three precincts, DuPage indicated that the issue was consistent
and was the result of a failure for their tabulator data cards to upload. The
following day, two election judges hand tallied the results from the machine
tapes.

In the City of Chicago, their post 2:00 a.m. returns involved 23 precincts.
Their issues were fairly consistent as well and show to be the result of either
human error with uploading the results or a mechanical error with the upload. In
all cases, the ballots were rerun on the following day, after which the resuits were
uploaded and made available.

I am the director of the South Carolina State Election Commission writing to express
my concern with the current proposal to eliminate federal funding of Section 261 of
the Help America Vote Act (HAVA). These funds have been extremely helpful in
making SC’s polling places accessible to our voters with disabilities. Irequest your
assistance in getting these funds restored to my state and others nationwide.

South Carolina received around $100,000 annually for several years under this
program and our office has worked diligently to distribute these funds to our counties
to make South Carolina elections more accessible for voters with disabilities. Some of
our accomplishments to date include:

e ADA iVotronic Units

* Handicapped parking signage and displays

e Pavement parking, ramps, rails

e ADA compliant entrance/threshold

® Curb cuts in sidewalks

South Carolina has expended all of our funding under this program. And while we’ve
made great strides toward accessibility, there is still work to be done and uncompleted
projects. In this 2012 election year, many counties have approached us with grant
requests for important accessibility projects and we have been forced to deny those
requests because the program has been suspended. These include:
* A ramp into an inaccessible polling location where several voters with
disabilities had specifically complained about the lack of access.
e Upgraded railings in polling locations
® Monies to upgrade doors in polling locations with automatic ADA door
openers

Moreover, South Carolina hopes to develop next generation solutions to serve our
voters with disabilities. We are exploring new accessible options and the possibility of
providing accessible absentee voting for our voters with disabilities who cannot get to
the polls.

Without funding under Section 261 of HAV A, none of this can happen. National
funding each year for this program is about $12 million — and South Carolina’s share
is small, however, the funding does make a tremendous difference for our voters with

l. Executive Summary and Scope of Problem

Access to polls remains diminished for voters with disabilities.

The National Council on Disabilities (NCD) and the Presidential Commission on Election
Administration precisely identified the problem: while everyone has the right to vote, Americans
with disabilities do not have equal access to the vote.

“People with disabilities continue to face barriers in exercising their voting rights
because of architectural and physical barriers at registration and polling sites.” (p.9)

“Voters with disabilities do not have equal access to voting systems because states
and localities have not invested adequate resources, planning, and training to provide
reliable, accessible voting technology.” (p. 11, emphasis added)

“For voters with disabilities, the first question is one of physical access, both inside and
outside the polling place. Outside the polling place, impediments to access present in a
variety of ways, such as parking lots and spaces located far from the polling place, and a
lack of navigable space between the parking lot and the polling place entrance.” (ps1,
emphasis-added) : ‘

These findings are supported by two reports from the General Accounting Office (“GAO”) as well
as surveys from other states and other research cited in this paper.

Funding is a proven solution the removal of barriers for voters with disabilities. Section 261 of
the Help America Vote Act provided grants to states to make election accessibility
improvements between FY 2004 — FY 2011. These grants made possible significant upgrades to
poll site accessibility. This program was working, but funding was eliminated in FY 2012, based
on reasoning that was both incorrect and in any event no longer applies — with the consequence
that the removal of barriers for voters with disabilities has slowed or stopped.

Request: The President’s Office of Management and Budget restores $17 million in annual
funding to the Voting Access for Individuals with Disabilities grant program authorized by
Section 261 of the Help America Vote Act, P.L. 107-252 beginning in Fiscal Year 2015.

1. Background

A. Inclusion Solutions

Inclusion Solutions, based in Evanston, IL, was founded in 2000 with the sole purpose of making
the world accessible to people with disabilities. We have worked with thousands of election
officials nationwide to make meaningful improvements to election access. Yet with funding cut,
many Americans with disabilities remain disproportionately disenfranchised, and election
officials are unable to make needed improvements. Our company has served these two
constituencies for well over a decade - and finds that election officials rely on Federal funding to
implement what the law requires and their voters need. We are therefore asking for your help
to restore funding that assures all Americans of their first right: the right to vote.

B. Help America Vote Act: How funding addresses the problem of disability access.

1. Section 261 HAVA funding significantly improved accessibility.

For a decade Section 261 of the Help America Vote Act (“HAVA”) financed the purchase
of election accessibility equipment. These funds were distributed via the Department of
Health and Human Services to the respective states and territories, and then made
available to local election authorities. Funds have been used to purchase solutions to
improve accessibility such as ramps, matting for unpaved lots, parking signage, door
automation and solutions, magnifiers, accessible voting booths, and adaptive
technology.

Election officials that had not been able to make accessibility improvements did so with
this dedicated funding - and poll site accessibility steadily improved.

“We found that, compared to 2000, the proportion of polling places without
potential impediments increased and the most significant reduction in potential
impediments occurred at building entrances.”

“More Polling Places Had No Potential Impediments than in 2000, but Challenges

2. Elimination of Funding in FY 2012: The effect on voters with disabilities.

The President’s budget for FY 2012 (October 1, 2011 — September 30, 2012, and for FY
2013 and FY 2014 as well} eliminated all funding to make polling places accessible to
individuals with disabilities beginning FY2012." Funding to Protection & Advocacy
Systems (P&As) to review poll site access remained in place, creating a situation where
advocates can continue their excellent work identifying problems of disability access to
elections — but election officials now have no funds to make the improvements the
advocates require! The result of these cuts has been significant and harmful. Asa

vendor working in the field, we have seen a dramatic reduction in officials’ ability to
make elections accessible, with the problem growing each year.

Simply put: without funding, there can be little to no continued improvement in accessibility at
America’s polling places for voters with disabilities, rendering state and local election officials
unable to fulfill the Presidential Commission’s recommendations.

[Il.  Multiple Organizations Support Restored Funding and Improved
Accessibility for Voters with Disabilities
Three major organizations (as well as numerous advocates and election officials nationwide)

agree: without the restoration of funding, diminishing access for voters with disabilities will
disenfranchise more and more citizens. :

A. The Presidential Commission on Election Administration acknowledges the problem of
disability access and supports additional funding.

The United States is now experiencing the consequence of the complete elimination of
voter access funding. The American Voting Experience: Report and Recommendations of
Presidential Commission on Election Administration included these comments:

The population of voters with disabilities is large and growing. Roughly 35 to 46 mil-
lion Americans of voting age — amounting to one in seven potential voters — have
accessibility needs. The share of the voting population with disabilities will also grow
considerably as the Baby Boomer population ages. Issues of voting and accessibility,
therefore, are not ones for a discrete subset of the population. Rather, they are issues
that many, if not most, voters may experience at some point in their lives. (pp 50-51)

B. The United States Government Accountability Office acknowledged poll site access
has improved with the use of grant monies — and that there is still work to be done.

The GAO Report published June 2009, titled “More Polling Places Had No Potential Impediments
than in 2000, but Challenges Remain” and the follow up report of April 23, 2013 identified
issues. The GAO sampled 730 polling places throughout the United States and discovered the
following:?

e 73 percent of polling places had features that might impede access to the voting

area for people with disabilities.

e 50 percent of polling places had potential impediments in the path from the parking
area to the building entrance

e 36 percent of polling places had potential impediments in the parking area
e 29 percent of voting stations were not arranged to accommodate a wheelchair.

Thus the GAO report concluded “that [while] significant improvement has been made in the
accessibility of polling places [largely as a result of this funding)], additional improvement is still
required.’

C. Third party reports from 2012 and 2013 concur that disability access to elections has
improved, and that there is still work to be done.

1. Research Alliance for Accessible Voting Report

The need for “additional improvement” is made clear in a survey of polling places
conducted by the Research Alliance for Accessible Voting in conjunction with Rutgers
University. This survey (2012) found that voters with disabilities were eighteen times
more likely to have difficulty getting inside the polling place than voters without
disabilities.® This has created a “disability gap”, penalizing voters with disabilities (of
whom nearly six in ten want to vote in person at their local polling place®).

2. National Disability Rights Network

Similarly, the Deputy Director of Public Policy at the National Disability Rights Network
(“NDRN") gave voting accessibility in the United States “a C+” — better than ten years
ago, but with much more improvement needed.

3. State of Wisconsin Government Accountability Board Report

On July 2, 2013, the State of Wisconsin Government Accountability Board published
their findings after they discovered 10,488 accessibility problems in state voting
locations. Thirty six percent of identified problems “represent[ed] a barrier that, in and
of itself, would be likely to prevent an elderly voter or a voter with a disability from
entering a polling place and casting a ballot privately and independently.”®

Yet the State of Wisconsin has exhausted all of their HAVA Section 261 funding to make
polling places accessible - thus Election officials with already-tight budgets have no
resources to remediate these known accessibility problems.

D. The National Council on Disability identified continued problems, and strongly
supports restored funding.

The NCD report published October 24, 2013 makes clear that voting access for nearly one of
seven Americans is threatened by the elimination of Federal funding.

The NCD specifically recommends the restoration of HAVA Funding for this purpose:

Congress should restore and maintain full HAVA funding for the secretary of state
offices and the P&As. NCD recommends that Congress restore FY 2014 HAVA
funding to the secretary of state (SOS) offices to help states comply with minimum
HAVA provisions. Funding and oversight are crucial to ongoing improvement of the
electoral process and its systems. Similarly, funding should be maintained for the
P&A systems pursuant to Section 291.7

Further, the NCD recommends a more active Justice Department to ensure access for voters
with disabilities:

This is consistent with the Presidential Commission Report Finding 5 that the
enforcement role of the Department of Justice is critical to compliance with federal
statutes by states and localities; “DOJ should increase and expand its monitoring of
polling sites for compliance with the ADA and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act. “®
The Commission, the Research Alliance for Accessible Voting, state officials, the General
Accounting Office, NDRN and the National Council on Disability are all raising exactly the issues
Inclusion Solutions has worked to address for our customers: polling place inaccessibility is a real
problem —and a solvable problem with modest Federal funding.

IV. The Original Justification for Elimination of Funding was Flawed and
No Longer Applies for FY 2015

A. Grants were cut in FY 2012 because of alleged “unspent” balances — yet those funds
. are now almost completely gone.

The justification given for the White House’s funding elimination of these critical funds in 2012
was as follows:

“The Administration proposes to terminate 2012 funding for the Voting Access for
Individuals with Disabilities grant program, given States have large unexpended balances
available....States have balances of over $35 million in unexpended funds from prior year
appropriations for this program...State obligations relating to voting access for people
with disabilities are unchanged by the 2012 funding level, and States may use untapped
funds to meet those obligations.” (emphasis added)’

The logic behind this cut is flawed. (1) Funding was already exhausted in most states when
these cuts were made; for the few states that had “unexpended funds” in 2012, these remaining
amounts have diminished by 90% and will soon be depleted. (2) There is no procedure by which
to reallocate unspent funds among states, which would permit those that need more money to
have access to more funding with which to remediate accessibility problems.

1. In 2011, the math implying that unexpended funds were available was not

accurate.
There were two major reasons creating the appearance of “unspent” funds in 2011.

First, some states did not have the administrative capability to administer the funds or
simply did not address the issue of voter access. This led to a concentration of
(unspent) funds in a handful of unresponsive states — and the appearance that those
funds were not needed to serve voters with disabilities.

Second, several states held onto funds until the end of the permitted five year period —-
but those funds have largely since expired and are no longer available. The State of
Florida, for example, held onto 2006-2011 accumulated funding with the intent to invest
in a new voting system. Funds were released as they approached their five-year
expiration (e.g. the state made available 2005 funds in 2010; 2006 funds totaling
$567,000 were released in 2011, etc.). However, Florida counties needed access to
funds to make polling sites accessible for voters with disabilities while the state
pioneered accessible voting absentee voting programs. The end result: the

accumulation of $3 million in unspent funds; polling sites remaining inaccessible to

voters with disabilities; and the appearance of the state being “overfunded.”

Please see Appendix 1 for more examples demonstrating why states have accumu/‘ated
unspent HAVA funds without having solved the problem of disability access to the polls.

The math of usi"nyg accumulated but unspent money to solve problems is flawed for
another reason: most states that were committed to the problems of disability access. to

elections had already spent their monies, and there is no means by which states can

reallocate unspent funds from those who don’t need funds to those who do need funds.

For example: Massachusetts and Connecticut have not distribdted HAVA funds
.to their local election officials, and poll site access problems remain-unsolved.
Yet in nearby Vermont, funds were distributed via a competitive grant program
for the purchase of automated doors, signage, accessible voting booths, and
parking lot pavement projects statewide. Rather than grant monies in
Massachusetts and Connecticut sitting idle, they could be put to use in Vermont
or other states (e.g. North Carolina, South Caro/iha, Kansas, California, Hawaii
and many others) that have spent all HAVA funds and still have polling place
access problems they are anxious to remediate. (Please see Appendix 2 for more
information.) '

2. By the end of 2013, unexpended grants had vastly diminished - and by the end

of 2015 all funds will have expired.

When funding was cut off two years ago, there was approximately $35 million in
unexpended grants still available for voter accessibility; now there is only S4 -5 million -
almost a 90% reduction, concentrated in only a few states. Most states have no money.
By the end of 2016 there will be zero funds to finance voter accessibility in any state.

V. Voter Access for People with Disabilities is at Risk

A. States made significant improvements to voter access with Federal grants.
Without question, voting accessibility in our country has significantly improved —including for

those with disabilities. This is in large part because the program that was cut was working!
Election jurisdictions with tight budgets continue to tell us that they were able to make

improvements they otherwise wouldn’t have made as a result of this program...and are now
unable to make improvements with the loss of grant money.

The GAO Report confirmed that the program improved voter access for people with disabilities:

“We found that, compared to 2000, the proportion of polling places without potential
impediments increased and the most significant reduction in potential impediments
occurred at building entrances. We estimate that 27 percent of polling places had no
features that might impede access to the voting area for people with disabilities—up
from 16 percent in 2000...The most significant reduction since 2000 was that potential
impediments at building entrances — such as narrow doorways or high door thresholds —

decreased from 59 percent to 25 percent.”*

B. State and local officials cannot continue to make improvements without grant
funding.

An excerpt from a letter sent to Congress from South Carolina State Election Director Marci
Andino identifies the problems resulting from this loss of funding:** '

South Carolina has expended all of our funding under this program. And while we’ve
made great strides toward accessibility, there is still work to be done and uncompleted
projects. In this 2012 election year, many counties have approached us with grant
requests for important accessibility projects and we have been forced to deny those
requests because the program has been suspended. These include:

e Aramp into.an inaccessible polling location where several voters with disabilities
had specifically complained about the lack of access.

e Upgraded railings in polling locations

e Monies to upgrade doors in polling locations with automatic ADA door openers

Without funding under Section 261 of HAVA, none of this can happen. National funding
each year for this program is about 512 million — and South Carolina’s share is small,
however, the funding does make a tremendous difference for our voters with disabilities
in South Carolina. | ask for all of your support in restoring this critical funding.

The simple truth is without the restoration of funding for jurisdictions to buy what they need to
make their elections accessible, and without adequate enforcement on the part of the Justice
Department, elections are already becoming increasingly inaccessible to a rapidly growing
population of voters. If this were any other segment of the voting population, there would be
widespread outrage—but the supporters of restoration of funding find their concerns
unaddressed by federal, state, or local budgets.

VI. Multiple Organizations Support Restored Funding

Support for restoration of funding is universal. There are no organizations that don’t want to
serve voters with disabilities or help election officials.

In addition, Section 203 of the Voter Empowerment Act of 2012" included language restoring
this funding. That bill did not pass (for reasons unrelated to the accessibility provisions). This
language provides a blueprint for any new legislation to restore funding.

Leadership in this effort is needed! With leadership and coordination, restoration of the funding
would be a popular line item that would be almost universally supported.

VII. Conclusion
“Citizenship means standing up for everyone’s right to vote.”

Voting can be made fully accessible to every citizen in our country for very little money —in fact,
less than 0.0005% of our federal budget, enough to fund our government for less than three
minutes. Cutting such a small amount clearly has not improved our nation’s fiscal health; but it
has already begun to undermine equal access to the ballot for millions of American voters with
disabilities. We can fix this!

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APPENDIX 1

EXAMPLES DEMONSTRATING HOW STATE ‘UNEXPENDED BALANCES” DOES NOT MEAN THE
PROBLEM OF ACCESSIBILITY IS SOLVED.

Connecticut. The previous Secretary of State administration has not made funds available to
registrars or town clerks for site access, despite repeated requests and efforts from the
Connecticut Protection and Advocacy.

Undistributed funds 2011: $600,000 (est.)
2014: $200,000
New funds are critical to ensure site access in states like Connecticut.

California. California has largely administered funds under several statewide “competitive
grants”. Normally the state waits until several years of HHS funding has accrued and then
makes the “bulk sum” of several years available at once. This competitive grant program
anticipated all counties would eventually get an opportunity to participate, but only 22 of the 63
California counties have received such grants to date. If funding is suddenly eliminated, fully
two thirds of counties in California will still have significant polling place access barriers with no
means to pay for remedy.

Undistributed funds 2011: $2 million - $4

2014: Under $500,000
New funds are critical for the 2/3 of counties that have not received large VOTE grant for
site access.

Texas. The State of Texas uses a formula that gives large counties $8,500 for site access. As a
consequence, smaller counties with fewer resources decided it was not worth their while to
apply for HAVA grants. Texas Protection and Advocacy group “Advocacy Inc.” spoke to the
Texas Association of County Clerks and election officials and lamented that polling place access
remains a serious problem in the state and that more funds are needed. The result: over $2
million of unspent funds, and limited improvement in voter accessibility.

Undistributed funds 2011: $2 million - $3 million (est.
2014: Almost Zero
Many counties that have not accessed funds will disenfranchise voters with disabilities.

Georgia. The state has acknowledged polling place accessibility issues and counties have tried
to access funding. However, the state’s allocation mechanism makes it very difficult for many
counties to access funds — even when they have clear barriers to accessibility for voters. As a
result, new officials at the state level and in the disability community promised wider
distribution of funds in 2011 and beyond — but only if these funds are not summarily withdrawn.

Undistributed funds 2011: $1 million + (est.)
2014: $200,000 - $500,000
New funding is needed to solve major ongoing site access barriers in Georgia.

Pursuant to 10 ILCS 5/9-13, the Board is required to order up to 3% of active political committees
annually to perform internal audits. In 2012, the Board determined that due to the fact that 2012 was
the first time this section of the Act would be implemented it would order only .05% of the political
committees to conduct audits. In 2013, the Board raised that to 1% or approximately 40 committees.
This year staff recommendation is to raise that to 2%, which would affect approximately 80
committees. Random selection will be accornphshed on May 1. ‘

Now that th1s Section of the Act has been in effect for two years the Board has determined that some
of the provisions of the Rules as they currently exist are unworkable and have therefore recommended
changes. Those rules are currently in pre-review at JCAR. One of those changes is the May 1™
selection date; current rules set the selection date as February 1% Other changes provide for additional
time for a political committee to file a Final Report and therefore, opt out of the audit.

As was pointed out in the Board’s recently completed Compliance Audit, there were certain provisions
that were not strictly adhered to by staff during the last two years. Some of these issues will be made
more manageable by the proposed rules. However, one of the reasons for this failure to strictly comply
with time frames was so that staff could personally work with committees, believing that the ultimate
goal was either the filing of a completed audit or of a final report, even if specific deadlines weren’t
always met. The Auditor General’s Office in their findings, advised us otherwise. In 2014, with
Board approval, staff intends to comply with the rules, including the proposed changes, since the
existing rules without said changes are unworkable. Even with the extended deadlines it is anticipated
that there will be many more committees which will be referred to state’s attorneys for action than
have been in the past. In 2013, three political committees were referred to the appropriate state’s
attorneys; however, at this point we have not heard of any action that has been taken.

I am asking for the Board’s approval of the 2% figure and also its approval that we adhere to the rules
with the proposed changes. Hopetully by the next compliance audit, the amended rules will have been

approved.

Attached are applicable sections of the Act and the Proposed Rules................
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Campaign Disclosure Act --- 10 ILCS 5/9-13

5/9-13.  Audits of political committees.

(a) The Board shall have the authority to order a political committee to conduct an audit of
the financial records required to be maintained by the committee to ensure compliance
with Sections 9-8.5 and 9-10. Audits ordered by the Board shall be conducted as
provided in this Section and as provided by Board rule.

(b) The Board may order a political committee to conduct an audit of its financial records
for any of the following reasons: (i) a discrepancy between the ending balance of a
reporting period and the beginning balance of the next reporting period, (ii) failure to
account for previously reported investments or loans, or (iii) a discrepancy between
reporting contributions received by or expenditures made for a political committee that
are reported by another political committee, except the Board shall not order an audit
pursuant to this item (iii) unless there is a willful pattern of inaccurate reporting or there
is a pattern of similar inaccurate reporting involving similar contributions by the same
confributor. Prior to ordering an audit, the Board shall afford the political committee
due notice and an opportunity for a closed preliminary hearing. A political committee
shall hire an entity qualified to perform an audit; except, a political committee shall not
hire a person that has contributed to the political committee during the previous 4 years.

(c¢) In each calendar year, the Board shall randomly order no more than 3% of registered
political committees to conduct an audit. The Board shall establish a standard, scientific
method of selecting the political committees that are to be audited so that every political
committee has an equal mathematical chance of being selected.

(d) Upon receipt of notification from the Board ordering an audit, a political committee
shall conduct an audit of the financial records required to be maintained by the
committee to ensure compliance with the contribution limitations established in Section
9-8.5 and the reporting requirements established in Section 9-3 and Section 9-10 for a
period of 2 years or the period since the committee was previously ordered to conduct
an audit, whichever is shorter. The entity performing the audit shall review the amount
of funds and investments maintained by the political committee and ensure the financial
records accurately account for any contributions and expenditures made by the political
committee. A certified copy of the audit shall be delivered to the Board within 60
calendar days after receipt of notice from the Board, unless the Board grants an

extension to complete the audit. A political committee ordered to conduct an audit
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through the random selection process shall not be required to conduct another audit for
a minimum of 5 years unless the Board has reason to believe the political committee is
in violation of Section 9-3, 9-8.5, or 9-10.

(e) The Board shall not disclose the name of any political committee ordered to conduct an
audit or any documents in possession of the Board related to an audit unless, after
review of the audit findings, the Board has reason to believe the political committee is
in violation of Section 9-3, 9-8.5, or 9-10 and the Board imposed a fine.

(f) Failure to deliver a certified audit in a timely manner is a business offense punishable

by a fine of $250 per day that the audit is late, up to a maximum of $5,000.

The provisions of subsection (d)
pertaining to restrictions on CPAs or other qualified persons chosen to conduct
an audit shall also apply to the CPA or other qualified person whose fee is used
as a basis to determine the financial ability of the committee to pay the cost of a

CPA or other qualified person.

4) If a political committee dissolves as a result of its financial inability to conduct
an audit, as provided in subsection (h)(1), and then reactivates during the 4 year
period it was required to remain dissolved, as a condition of its reactivation,
within 60 days after reactivation, the committee must conduct an audit covering
the 2 year period immediately prior to the committee's dissolution.

PEW’s Elections Performance Index (EPI), a comprehensive assessment of
election administration in all 50 states and the District of Columbia, was released on April
8, 2014. This index is based on the 2008, 2010 and 2012 elections. lllinois’ overall EPI
increased by nearly 10 percentage points between the 2008 and 2012 elections. This
was the ninth largest jump in the country. lllinois improvements included areas of data
completeness and voting information lookup tools.

Between 2008 and 2012, state election performance overall improved by 4.4 percentage points, according to The

Pew Charitable Trusts’ latest Elections Performance Index, released today. The expanded index makes it possible
for all 50 states and the District of Columbia to measure how well they conducted elections compared not only with
other states, but also over time.

This annual study allows states to measure election administration by looking at such indicators as wait times at
polling locations, availability of voting information tools online, rejection of voter registrations, problems with-
registration or absentee ballots, rejection of military and overseas ballots, voter turnout, and accuracy of voting
technology. ‘

“We know common-sense solutions to improve elections exist. States are pioneering innovations that make a real
difference in the efficiency and accuracy of their elections operations while also saving money,” said David Becker,
director of Pew’s election initiatives project. “The Election Performance Index allows policymakers to pinpoint
what's working while also identifying areas where improvement is needed.”

Overall, 40 states and the district improved their scores in the 2012 election, compared with 2008. The scores of
21 states and the district rose at a rate greater than the national average, 19 states’ averages improved but didn’t
keep pace with the national average, and 10 states’ performance declined. The district improved the most—20
points—from 2008 to 2012 but still remained among the lower performers.

Overall, Georgia showed the sharpest decline, dropping 7 points from 2008 to 2012. The state’s voter turnout fell
below the national average, and the state had one of the largest increases in nonvoting due to disability or iliness.
Georgia also did not add online voter registration or post-election audits of voting equipment performance, which
many other states have implemented since 2008. Hawaii and Vermont also had large drops in overall performance.

Other findings:

o 13 states offered online voter registration in 2012, compared with just two in 2008.

¢ Wait times decreased, on average, about 3 minutes since 2008. Florida had the longest wait and the
largest increase in wait time in 2012—up 16.1 minutes from 2008 to 2012. Although both South Carolina
and Georgia had long wait times in 2012, they also had the largest decreases, down 36.3 and 19.8
minutes, respectively.

» 18 states and the district reported 100 percent complete data in 2012, compared with only seven in 2008.
Improved data collection allows analysts to more finely assess how well elections are run and how to
fine-tune them.

o Qverall voter turnout dropped 3.4 percentage points in 2012 from 2008. Turnout percentages in the
Midwest and Northeast were higher than in the South in 2012. Two Midwestern states—Minnesota and
Wisconsin—had the highest turnout rate in both 2008 and 2012.

» Although the percentage of eligible voters casting ballots dropped in 2012, compared with 2008, the rate of
those deterred by iliness or disability or because of problems with registration or absentee ballots also fell.

* More states offered online voter information tools in 2012.

» 30 states and the district required post-election audits of voting equipment performance in 2012, compared
with 22 in 2008. Mandating a post-election audit allows states to ensure that voting equipment is
functioning properly and delivering an accurate result.

* The highest-performing states—those in the top 25 percent—were Colorado, Connecticut, Delaware,
Maryland, Michigan, Minnesota, Montana, Nevada, North Carolina, North Dakota, Washington, and
Wisconsin.

* The lowest performers—those in the bottom 25 percent—were Alabama, Arkansas, California, Hawaii,
Idaho, Kansas, Mississippi, New York, Oklahoma, Texas, West Virginia, and the District of Columbia. Six of
these—Alabama, California, Mississippi, New York, Oklahoma, and West Virginia—were also ranked at the
bottom in 2008 and 2010, and Mississippi was the lowest performer in all three years tracked.

Research shows that states offering more convenient opportunities for voter registration had a lower rate of
rejected registrations, lower use of provisional ballots, and fewer voters unable to cast ballots due to registration
problems. Meanwhile states that utilized the latest technology to conduct data matching of state voter registration
lists, such as the Electronic Registration Information Center, had a reduced rate of provisional ballots cast and
rejected and in individuals who experienced registration problems.

A state’s overall performance is calculated and averaged based on the 17 indicators that make up the index, each
agreed upon by an expert advisory group led by Charles Stewart Ill, professor of political science at the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology.

This study draws upon quantifiable data for all 50 states and the District of Columbia from the U.S. Census
Bureau’s Current Population Survey Voting and Registration Supplement, the Election Assistance Commission’s
Election Administration and Voting Survey and its Statutory Overview, state election division records, the Survey of
the Performance of American Elections, George Mason University’s United States Elections Project, and Pew’s
reports “Being Online Is Not Enough” and “Being Online Is Still Not Enough.” For the complete methodology
visitpewstates.org/epi-methodology.

Re: April Paperless Online Voter Application (POVA) Update

Date: April 7, 2014 ,

The Paperless Online Voter Application (POVA) was made available on March 1% to
all SBE staff for in-house testing. This revealed several minor bugs which were addressed by
SBE IT. Following this phase of testing, the POVA system was released on March 13" to six
jurisdictions (Champaign County, Cook County, Logan County, City of Chicago, City of
Peoria, and City of Rockford) that had volunteered to serve as beta testers. Each of these
election authorities provided SBE with the names of personnel in their respective offices who
would be testing the application. Secured user accounts were then created for these
individuals. The beta testers began creating voter applications (with both real and false data)
which are being matched against the Secretary of State’s drivers’ license database.
Messages and status updates are being sent to the testers as will be the case once the
POVA system is placed in production.

Additionally, the beta testers were given access to the test version of the lllinois Voter
Registration System (IVRS), which provides them the ability to view the application
information as it becomes available in the jurisdiction’s Online Voter Application system. By
design, POVA data will flow to three areas within the system. The first is an “Awaiting
Viewing” section for those applications that have been found to contain valid information
following the match with the SOS file, but have not yet been viewed or acted upon by the staff
| of the election authorities. The second is an “Awaiting Action” section where an application
that has been printed, downloaded, or received by the local Election Management System
(EMS) is held until such time IVRS detects it has become an actual registration in the
statewide database. The third area displays those applications that were found to be invalid
as a result of the match with the SOS drivers’ license database.

From the appearance of the web pages to the detailed functionality of the entire
application, the beta testers continue to provide us with valuable feedback. We will be taking
all comments and suggestions into consideration in order to achieve the ultimate goal of
producing the best system possible.

The City of Chicago and Cook County have graciously volunteered their resources to
translate not only the text on all POVA public facing web pages but all messages and status
updates that will be provided to the online applicants. The City of Chicago will translate the
information into Spanish, Chinese, and Hindi; Cook County will then proof these translations.

Lastly, we provided the EMS vendors with test account information allowing them to
begin testing their modifications required for the live, web service, and batch download
interaction with POVA. Like the beta test jurisdictions, these vendors have provided us with
much appreciated feedback in the form of comments and suggestions.
